As the center of
legislation and decision-making, the National Congress is
considered the embodiment of Brazilian power and national
identity. The special design and unique forms of this building, while
having a political function, also convey a deep and symbolic
message to the audience. In this study, Oscar Niemeyer's design
policies, with their mastery of curved forms and organic shapes,
create a harmonious dialogue between nature and the built
environment, and their profound structural and social impacts are
examined.
